Ashokan Basin Surficial Geology

Catskill Mountain surficial geology is
dominated by the results of Pleistocene
glaciation and deglaciation. Continental

ice sheet dynamics (advance and retreat),
alpine glaciation, and periglacial meltwater
lakes resulted in complex vertical and lateral
heterogeneity in geologic material.

The complexity is not evident in this large
scale map (1:250,000).
