Ashokan Basin Bedrock Geology

Catskill Mountain bedrock geology is dominated
by gently sloping to flat-lying interbedded
Devonian sandstones, siltstones, shales, and
conglomerates at higher elevations. The
sedimentary sequence records an ancient
riverine and deltaic paleoenvironment.

The Upper Esopus Creek basin has the highest
overall elevation within the NYC WOH watershed
and is primarily formed in the Walton

Formations and Oneonta Formation.
